i. Intention by the graduate to enroll in a post-secondary program, with priority given to a graduate intending
to enroll in Indigenous language studies, Indigenous studies or a teacher education program;

ii. Academic qualifications;
iii. Community engagement.

The information you provide on your application will be reviewed by the NVTA Executive Committee and all information 
will be kept confidential.
